roof. The massive facelift 
has significantly improved 
the learning and working 
environment for students  
and staff.

The external appearance has 
dramatically changed, creating 
a modern and welcoming 
look to what has become a 
landmark building on the Fylde 

Coast. The completion of the 
work marks a key milestone in 
the College’s £52.5m  
10-year accommodation 
strategy which, on completion, 
will also see improvements 
to its Fleetwood Nautical, 
University Centre and Ansdell 
campuses.

The cladding work was 
completed by D&B Facades, 
a specialist contractor, and 
the College was delighted that 

the firm offered to sponsor 
the firework display so that 
everyone at the College was 
able to celebrate the new-look 
building with them.

The event is just one way 
the College embeds a sense of 
community, bringing together 
staff and students from all 
courses and campuses to 
share in the success and take 
pride in the revamped College.

The College also officially 

unveiled its new-look brand, 
which includes a modernised 
logo designed by a student at 
the College and voted for by 
staff and fellow  students.

The revised B&FC logo was a 
collaborative effort – around 25 
students initially contributed to 
a student branding competition. 
The final design was produced 
by Graphic Design student 
Sebastian Janeczek, now at 
Huddersfield University.
