Locational Guidance

A. The change of use or redevelopment of holiday accommodation for permanent residential
use will not be permitted within the main holiday areas where: -

> Holiday accommodation remains the dominant use. ™. ,
B. In areas within the main holiday aréas where holiday accommodation no longer remains the
dominant use, conversions will only be permitted where: -
> There are already permanent residential uses dirlactly adjoining or abutting both
sides of the proposed development, or |
> There is already permanent.residential use-on one side tlf the proposed development

> There is a substantial cclncentraEion of residential uses. I

C. Outside the main holiday areas|the change of use or re evelop+ent of holiday
accommodation for permanent tesidential-use will-be-permitted.

Blackpool’s Inner Area |

No sub-division will be permitted of smaller properties suited to family accommodation in the
inner area of the town between Gynn Square and the Pleasure Beach, and between Whitegate
Drive, Central Drive and the seafront (see Defined Inner Area Plan, back page).

Floorspace Standards

All proposals must provide fully self-contained accommodation (comprising living
accommodation with its own kitchen, bathroom and entrance doors). Minimum room sizes
will be required in order to satisfy the Council’s standards and result in a standard of
accommodation which residents reasonably expect to enjoy. The standards will normally
result in 1 flat per floor: -

1. SELF-CONTAINED ACCOMMODATION
WITH SEPARATE ROOMS

Room Net Floor Area (sq. metres)
Living Room 23 (minimum total for
Main Bedroom these two rooms)*
Kitchen 4.65
Additional Bedroom 8

* Minimum of 10 sg.m. per room

2. SELF-CONTAINED SINGLE-PERSON ACCOMMODATION
WITH A COMBINED LIVING/SLEEPING AREA or
COMBINED LIVING/KITCHEN AREA

Living/Sleeping Area 16

Separate Kitchen 4.65
or

Living Room/Kitchen 16

Separate Bedroom 10

Accommodation with combined facilities must account for no more than 33% of the
Gross floor area of any converted building (with a maximum of 2 units per property)



Amenity Standards

Reflecting the already high density of development within the Borough with no open space, properties
being converted will need to comply with the following amenity standards: -

> In all areas existing front walls and front garden areas are to be retained.

> In the inner areas no further loss of outdoor space used or capable of being used to
serve the needs of residents will be permitted.

> Elsewhere in the Borough, proposals must have a defined amenity or garden area
capable of being used to serve the needs of residents.

Loss of rear garden areas to provide for parking will only be permitted up to a
maximum of half the rear garden area and must not be out of character or interfere
with the enjoyment of surrounding dwellings.

In addition all flats must provide direct access to back gardens/amenity areas, and provide external
refuse storage space at the side or rear of the property.

Parking Standards

The level of parking provision required for conversions to self-contained accommodation should be
considered having regard to the Council’s normal parking standards: -

Family Housing (2 or more 2 car spaces per dwelling
bedrooms):

Single-Bedroom Housing: 1 car space per dwelling
Sheltered Housing: 1 car space per 3 dwellings

The Council may permit lower levels of off-street parking within the defined inner areas where: -

a). Some_ parking provision could be satisfactorily accommodated by existing
publi¢c on-stréet or off-street facilities

and/or

b). Car ownership-rates are likely to generate a lower demand for parking,
taking-into account:

o The type and size of residential units-being created.

o Proximity to the town centre, local shopping and service facilities, and public
transport.
