3.1 Introduction

This section provides a general picture of the socio-economic trends within
the Foxhall study area. The most up-to-date and comprehensive data
relating to the Foxhall area has been obtained through a desktop analysis
of the 2001 Census. The Office for National Statistics holds a wealth of
easily accessible information, which can be tailored to the specific study
area. The majority of the data used to compile the profile for the Foxhall
Resort Neighbourhood can be found at
www.neighbourhood.statistics.gov.uk. Other sources of data have been
derived from the English Indices of Deprivation and the Multi Agency Data
Exchange (MADE) database held by Lancashire County Council and from
a number of site visits to the area.

It should be noted that the physical boundaries of the study area do not
coincide with the boundaries of the Output Areas (OA’s) contained in the
Census data (these are the smallest areas the Census provides data on).
These OA’s are the base units and have provided the foundation for
investigation of the socio-economic trends within Foxhall. This discrepancy
between boundaries has meant that it is not possible to get a completely
accurate picture of the trends that exist within the area. However, as can
be seen in Plan 3.1 below, there are four OA’s which do encompass the
boundaries drawn up for the AAP. These are:

Two of the OA’s do encompass a large part of the study area with only a
small area lying outside (OOEYNBO0010 and OOEYNBO0O015), whilst the other
two OA’s (OOEYNBO0021 and OOEYNBO0O018) cover significant areas that fall
outside of the study area. For the purposes of this study therefore a
customised area which encompasses both OA’'s OOEYNBO0010 and
OOEYNBO0O015 has been adopted. Using the socio-economic data from this
area provides a fairly reliable view of the general socio-economic trends
that exist throughout the Foxhall study area.

Unless otherwise stated, data presented on Foxhall will therefore relate to
the combined data from these two OA’s and will not therefore be a 100%
accurate representation. Where this level of detail is not available, data for
the Bloomfield Ward or Blackpool as a whole is instead provided.

In order for the data for the Foxhall study area to take on some meaning, it
is essential that the statistics be compared with other areas. The
information for the study area has therefore (where this information is
available) been compared to trends in Blackpool, the North West region
and England as a whole.

Given the transient nature of Foxhall's population, there is strong
anecdotal evidence that significant population changes have taken place
since 2001. However, the 2001 Census, along with the other data sources
previously mentioned, provides a useful indication of the social and
economic issues facing the area.

Age and Population
Table 3.1 shows the resident population in the Foxhall area, as measured

in 2001. Foxhall is a male dominated area, with 58% of the population
being male (316 individuals), which is contrary to normal trends.

Foxhall tends to have a middle aged to elderly population with both
Census Output Areas used having large numbers between 50 and 65, with
few people between the ages of 25 and 35 in either Output Area.

Figure 3.2 shows a comparison of Foxhall's age structure to that of the
rest of Blackpool, the North West and England. The proportions of age
groups do broadly agree throughout all the levels, however there are
differences. Foxhall has a significantly smaller proportion of those who are
19 years old or under compared to Blackpool, the North West and
England. However it has a larger proportion of 30-59 year olds. There is a
very small proportion of 75 years old and above, which is contrary to the
trends in Blackpool and to a lesser extent the North-West and England.
Foxhall also has a relatively high proportion of 20-29 year olds.

Population Projections

Population projection data was not available for Foxhall, however
population projections for Blackpool as a whole are available from ONS.
This data shows that Blackpool's overall population is set to increase by
8.1% (equivalent to an increase of 11,500 persons) between 2005 and
2028. In terms of the 5-year age band, those aged below 45 are in general
set to face a fall in population (of 2.1% between 2005 and 2028).
Blackpool's population over the age of 45 is predicted to increase by
20.9% over the same period, reflecting a national trend of an ageing
population.

Country of Birth

Foxhall has a lower percentage (81.65%) of the resident population who
are born in England compared to Blackpool (90.05%), the North West
(91.68%) and England (87.44%). There are a significantly higher
proportion of those born in Scotland (9.72%) especially compared to the
national average of 1.62%. Welsh, Northern Irish and Irish born are also
higher in Foxhall than levels other areas in each instance. A full
breakdown of country of birth for residents in Foxhall, Blackpool, the North
West and England can be found in Table A3.1 in Appendix 3.

Migration

Information on migration is not available for the Foxhall area specifically;
however information has been obtained relating to migration patterns for
Blackpool as a whole. Table 3.2 below shows the broad migration patterns
for Blackpool against the patterns for the North West and England and
Wales.

Table 3.2 above shows that 13.76% of Blackpool’s total population were
migrants in 2001. Breaking this down further, out of the 13.76% migrants
in Blackpool a clear majority have moved into Blackpool from within the
UK itself and 8.12% have moved within Blackpool itself. Census data
shows that International migration into Blackpool is minor, with 0.23% of
people moving into the area from outside the UK. Upon comparison to the
regional and national averages, Blackpool has a greater proportion of
migrants.

At local level there is further evidence that the number of international
migrants into Blackpool has increased significantly during recent years
with migrants coming into the area in search of seasonal work and it is
believe that this has also happened in Foxhall. Table 3.3 highlights the
marked increase in the National Insurance Number Allocations to Adult
Overseas Nationals entering the UK from 2005. This appears to coincide
with the 2004 enlargement of the European Union which saw the inclusion
of a number of the Eastern European countries; however these numbers
have decreased in 2008.

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Figure 3.1 above shows more recent trends in migration (2003-04). It
illustrates that the majority of migration is from people moving within the
Fylde Coastal area. The net migration picture demonstrates that each of
the three areas benefit from migration in a positive way as total net
migration amounts to 91% in Blackpool, 82% in Wyre and 81% in Fylde.
Those who move within the Fylde Coast local authority areas are less
likely to move to Blackpool than to Wyre or Fylde.
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3.6  Gender
The proportion of males to females 58% to 42% was considerably higher
in Foxhall when compared to the rest of Blackpool, 48% and 52%
respectively.

Ethnicity

Census data indicates that the representation of ethnic groups is low with
the vast majority of the Foxhall population being White British (94.68%).
This is slightly lower than the Blackpool average of 95.5% yet significantly
higher than the national average of 86.99%.

It should be noted that there is considerable anecdotal evidence of a large
influx of eastern European migrants into the area (and indeed to Blackpool
as a whole) since 2001, largely of Polish nationality. It is speculated that
many of these international migrants are attracted to the town in search of
seasonal employment in the town’s tourism sector. It must therefore be
noted that such trends may have significantly altered the ethnicity profile of
Foxhall.

Religion

Christianity is the most prevalent faith in Foxhall, with 70.5% of the
population who are religious being Christian. This is lower than the
percentages for Blackpool (78.6%) and the North West (78.0%) and only
marginally below the national average (71.74%). However, there are
higher than average figures for those persons who are not religious when
compared to the trends across Blackpool (11.39%), the North West
(10.48%) and England (14.59%).

Households and Tenure

Foxhall’s residential offer is dominated by small converted flats and
shared terraced housing with most properties being rented through a
private landlord. For a more detailed housing analysis please refer to
Section 6 of the evidence base (Housing) which deals specifically with
housing.

Educational Attainment
Census data indicates that 45.8% of the Foxhall population across the two

relevant output areas have no qualifications. This is nearly twice the
percentage for England (28.9%).

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This status of low qualification is further reflected in the low number of
people with Level 4/5 qualifications in Foxhall (4.7%) in comparison to
Blackpool (10.1%), North West (17.2%) and England (19.9%).

Education Skills and Training Domain (2007) which identifies Foxhall
(LOSA) area as being within the 7% top most deprived areas in the
domain nationally — ranking the 2168™ most deprived local area in
England and 13" within Blackpool. This suggests that low skills and lack
of adequate qualifications are a significant barrier to employment for
residents living within this area.

Deprivation

Blackpool now ranks as the 12th most deprived authority in England
(climbing 12 places from 2004). When compared with the other 43
Districts in the North West, Blackpool ranks as the 4th most deprived with
the most deprived being Liverpool, followed by Manchester and then
Knowsley.
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The scores and rankings for Blackpool in 2004 and 2007 are shown in the
table below along with a comparison of the score and rank difference
between the two time periods.

The comparative ranking of the Foxhall area has increased from 703 (of
the 32,482 LSOAS) in 2004 to the 228th most deprived LSOA in 2007,
reflecting an overall decline in the areas sustainability and rise in the level
of deprivation. A rank of 228 means that the Foxhall area falls within the
top 1% of most deprived communities nationally.

Map 3.2 is an Index of Multiple Deprivation 2007 thematic map for

Blackpool, as can be seen, this LSOA performs poorly in terms of overall
deprivation, falling within the poorest ranking 10% LSOAs in England.

As can be clearly seen on Table 3.4, the Lower Layer SOA which Foxhall
forms a part of experiences very severe problems in almost all categories,
in particular, Employment, Health and Crime Disorder and ranks as one of
the most deprived areas in England and Wales in terms of total
deprivation.

Economic Activity, Employment and Socio Econo mic Status

Employment Sector

The 2001 Census contains information relating to ‘Approximated Social
Grade’'. The data available for Foxhall indicates that the majority of the
population are classified as falling into social grade C1 (49.4%) and
therefore typically involved in supervisory, clerical, junior managerial/
administrative / professional occupations, which is significantly above the
averages for Blackpool (32.1%), the North West (28.2%) and England
(29.7%).

Comparatively, Foxhall contains a smaller proportion of residents who are
typically employed in higher and intermediate managerial / administrative /
professional occupations.

Figure 3.5 below shows a breakdown of approximated social grades
identified in Foxhall. More detailed data can be found in Table A3.8 in
Appendix 3.

Economic Activity

Census data relating to economic activity for Foxhall suggests that 66% of
the population is economically active. This is higher than the average in
both Blackpool (62%) and the North West region as a whole (64%) and
only marginally lower than the average for England, which is 67%.
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Figure 3.7: Percentage of Economic Activity
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Of those persons who are economically active in the Foxhall area, only
42% are employed compared to the much larger percentages which are
found across Blackpool (74%), the North West (79%) and England as a
whole (79%). The two OA’'s covering the Foxhall area contain an
extremely high number of self employed persons, who make up 39% of
the total number of economically active persons in this area. This is
significantly higher than the percentages found across Blackpool (16%),
the North West region (11%) and England as a whole (12%), which is
likely to be attributable to the large number of hoteliers in the area running
their own businesses.

The most striking differences between the situation in Foxhall compared to
wider comparators are the number of persons working on a full-time basis
who work 60 hours or more per week. In Foxhall, 33% of people work 60
hours or more per week compared to just 10% of people in Blackpool as a
whole, 7% of people in the North West and 8% of people in England.

The proportion of economically inactive persons found in the Foxhall area
(34%) is slightly lower than the situation throughout Blackpool (38%) and
the North West region (36%) but marginally higher than the situation
across England as a whole, which lies at 33%.

In Foxhall only 21% of economically inactive persons are retired compared
to much higher proportions found across Blackpool (43%), the North West
(40%) and England as a whole (41%).

The Foxhall area contains a high proportion of economically inactive
persons who are classed as being permanently sick / disabled — a

significant 40% compared to Blackpool (26%), the North West region
(21%) and England (16%). This is a key issue facing the area which
should be addressed through the Area Action Plan and future service
provision.

A great deal of more detailed information on Foxhall’s economic position is
provided in Section 8 of the evidence base: ‘Economic Analysis’.

Distance to Workplace

2001 Census data indicates that a significant proportion of people within
Foxhall (33.97%) work from home. This is extremely high when compared
to the figures for Blackpool (14.35%), the North West (11.88%) and
England as a whole (13.62%), and reflects the number of holiday
accommodation providers in the area live who within their holiday
accommodation property. Only 2.2% of people from Foxhall travel over
30km to work, which coincides with the 2.77% for Blackpool but is
markedly lower than the 7.26% nationally.

Health

NHS Blackpool recognises that health is influenced by many different
factors. These include economic circumstances, the physical and social
environment, housing conditions, health and social service provision,
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lifestyle factors and educational attainment. The aim of the following
section is to highlight a number of health issues which help to profile the
health of the Foxhall community.

The table illustrates that a significant proportion of residents in Foxhall
consider their health to be poor, accounting for 16% of all residents. This
is higher than the Blackpool average of 14% and substantially higher than
the English average of 8%. The perception of health may act as a barrier
to employment for some local residents living in the Foxhall
neighbourhood.

Standard Mortality Ratios (SMR’Ss)

SMR’s provide an indicator of the health of a local area. Lancashire
County Council provide data on SMR’s calculated by National Statistics
and based on deaths under the age of 85 using data from 1999-2003. No
data is available for the Foxhall study area specifically however; the table
below shows how Blackpool performs in comparison to the Fylde Coast.

As can be seen above, Standard Mortality rates for Blackpool are
extremely high at 123 overall. The SMR for Bloomfield Ward, which
contains Foxhall, is 171 which is well above the average found in
Blackpool, the highest in Lancashire and is cause for concern. This
suggests that the actual health of residents within the Foxhall area may be
a barrier to employment and improving the healthy lifestyles and health
services within this area will be an important factor in encouraging people
back to work.

Life Expectancy at Birth

Life expectancy at birth is one of the health targets introduced by
government. The national Public Service Agreement (PSA) for improving
the health of the population aims to:

increase the life expectancy at birth in England to 78.6 years for men
and to 82.5 years for women by 2010 and;

reduce the inequalities in life expectancy at birth by at least 10%
between the lowest fifth of local authority districts and the average for
England by 2010.

The lowest ward level life expectancy figure in Lancashire was recorded
for the Bloomfield ward in Blackpool. This is the ward which contains the
Foxhall study area.

Life expectancy in Bloomfield stood at 70.6 years. This is 15.4 years less
than Lancashire's highest ranking ward of Ribby-with-Wrea in Fylde
Borough which enjoyed life expectancy of 86.0 years.

Not surprisingly, the lowest ranking wards, which are usually to be found
mainly in the central urban areas, are usually the same as those known to
perform poorly in terms of humerous measures of household income and
deprivation. As can be seen throughout the evidence base, this is the case
for the Bloomfield ward, which suffers from a wide range of socio-
economic problems.

Limiting Long Term lliness

Another indicator of health is the level of long-term illness among the
population.

As can be seen in Table 3.6 below 149 (27%) of the 545 residents were
found to have a limiting long-term illness, which is considerably higher
than the national (17.9%) and regional (20.7%) averages but generally in
accordance with the Blackpool average of 25.4%.

major issues in this LSOA area and it is likely to act as a barrier to
employment and therefore on the sustainability of the community.

Car Ownership

The majority (52%) of households in Foxhall do not have access to private
transport, which is significantly higher than the average across Blackpool
(37.3%), the region (30.2%) and England as a whole (26.8%).

The limited access to private transport may act as a barrier to employment
for residents who live within this area and therefore the provision of an
accessible public transport network in critical to these households.

A more detailed discussion of transport issues such as the
implications/reasons for low car ownership can be found in Chapter 8 of
the evidence base: ‘Transport and Movement'.

Crime

Levels of Crime

An annual comparison of crime statistics for the Foxhall area was derived
from the Multi Agency Data Exchange (MADE), sourcing data from the
Lancashire County Council and the Lancashire Fire and Rescue. The data
records reported crime based on Super Output areas.

The analysis of crime statistics uses a comparison between May 2005-
April 2006 and May 2006 — May 2007. No data is available previous to
these dates due to changes in the way police incidents are reported.

Table 3.9 below uses data from Lancashire County Council’'s ‘Multi
Agency Data Exchange’ and sets out the key changes in reported crimes
in the SOA E01012672 between May 2005 and April 2007. The incidence
of crime in the Foxhall area shows that all recorded crime has reduced by
13% during the comparison dates. Significant reductions can be noted in
Burglary (a reduction in 56%) however vehicle crime has soared by 73%
(an increase of 11 recorded crimes).

More detailed information which relates specifically to the study area,
rather than the SOA output area has subsequently been obtained from
BSafe Blackpool's Partnership Analyst and this is shown in Table A3.10 in
Appendix 3.

Plan A3.4 in Appendix 3 identifies crime ‘hotspots’ within the area, which
are located in the north of the study area around Chapel Street, Pier
Street, Dale Street, Coop Street and Shannon Street, with a further
‘hotspot’ identified around the Job Centre on Tyldesley Road.

Policing

The Foxhall area falls within the ‘Bloomfield One’ police area (which runs
from Park Road to the Promenade and Rigby Road to Chapel Street). Any
patrols and strategies therefore relate to this area as a whole, rather than
to Foxhall specifically.

The area is policed by members of the Neighbourhood Policing team, with
two local Community Beat Managers and two dedicated Police
Community Support Officers. High visibility patrols are in place at the
weekends when there is higher demand.

Consultation with local officers suggests that drug and drink related
antisocial behaviour are the primary crime related issues, due to a large
number of hotel/B&B/guesthouses, many of which cater for hen and stag
parties. The Foxhall area is also viewed as being a "walk through" for
holidaymakers and groups of people to get to the town centre which again,
can present problems.

Information of the characteristics
of the population in the study
area is largely derived from the
2001 Census which is now
clearly dated. In addition, the
transient nature of many resident
and the economic changes in the
area over the past 7 years
means that the data is unlikely to
provide an accurate reflection of
the current situation.
