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12.0 UTILITY INFRASTRUCTURE 
 

Key Facts:

·  There are no know strategic 
utilities capacity issues 

 
12.1 Introduction 
 

 
12.1.1 This Chapter addresses the known infrastructure issues, constraints and 

opportunities which may influence regeneration and development proposals 
within Foxhall.  Utility infrastructure will play an important part in the future 
regeneration of Foxhall in terms of: 
 
·  Potential constraint s caused by the presence of operational utility facilities, 

networks , sewerage  cables etc; 
 
·  The adequacy of existing networks to serve existing and potential future 

development and community needs 
 
·  Opportunities presented by redevelopment of redundant utility facilities 
   
·  Opportunities/ requirements for adoption of renewable energy/ sustainable 

development etc. 
 

 
12.2 Existing Utility Provision 
 
12.2.1 Map 5.1 shows the location of utility infrastructure within the Foxhall area.  

Please note that this is presented for information only and must not be used for 
detailed site planning.  Developers must approach all relevant utility providers 
to determine the presence of utilities etc.  

 
 
12.3 Rigby Road Gas Storage Facility 
 
12.3.1 It is understood that the existing Gas Storage facility on Rigby Road is likely to 

be decommissioned by the operator and will be made available for disposal for 
redevelopment. 
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12.4 Princess Street Electricity Sub Station   
 
12.4.1 There is an existing electricity sub station site on Princess Street.  It is 

understood that this facility is required for operational purposes, and there are 
no plans to relocate it. 

 
12.4.2 Potential redevelopment plans in the area would therefore need to have regard 

to the retention of this facility, including any required buffer zones, access and 
easements etc. 

 
12.5 Water Supply 
 
12.5.1 Based on information received from United Utilities there are no strategic 

issues relating to the supply of potable water within Foxhall.  Developers may 
be required to fund local improvements required to serve new developments. 

 
12.6 Foul Water 
 
12.6.1 Based on information received from United Utilities, there are anticipated to be 

no strategic capacity constraints beyond 2011 when improvements to the 
Fleetwood Sewerage Treatment Works will be completed. 

 
12.6.2 It is understood that there are localised issues relating to flooding of foul sewers 

within Blackpool.  Further information relating to any local issues specific to 
Foxhall is awaited. 

 
12.7 Surface Water Drainage 
  
12.7.1 United Utilities have advised that there are issues relating to discharge of 

surface water drainage within Blackpool in relation to potential risk of 
contamination of bathing waters.  Further information relating to possible 
mitigation is awaited.
