Key Policies Affecting North Beach

The Local Plan contains a number of policies (saved until 2009) which are
relevant to the regeneration of North Beach. The key policies are
illustrated on the Local Plan Proposals Plan in Figure 57. The key policies

affecting the area are as follows:

LP Policy RR2 states “The Council will promote and seek to facilitate hotel
development proposals that replace low quality, older holiday
accommodation or new improved accommodation of a high standard and

that contribute to resort neighbourhood regeneration”.

Text states: ‘All development must safeguard or enhance liveability and

the character of such areas as a visitor destination’.

12.16 Policy RR9 states (within resort neighbourhoods) - changes of
use or redevelopment of holiday accommodation for permanent

residential use will only be permitted where:

(i) there are already permanent residential uses directly adjoining
or abutting both sides of the proposed development and a
significant incidence of such uses in the immediate vicinity; or
(i) There is already permanent residential use on one side and a
substantial concentration of such uses in the immediate vicinity;
and
(iif) The proposal relates well in use, scale and appearance to
neighbouring properties. In terms of locations on the Promenade
frontage, these will only be permitted:
(i) Where it can be demonstrated that the property has
no viable future in holiday accommodation use, or
(i) Exceptionally where the loss of holiday
accommodation forms part of wider redevelopment
proposals that will deliver clear and substantial

regeneration benefits.

12.17 Policy RR10 states that the change of use to holiday
accommodation in the resort neighbourhoods will only be
permitted where there is already a concentration of holiday
accommodation and where there would be no resulting loss of
residential amenities or detraction form the character of the
adjoining properties. This policy seeks to ensure that investment

in holiday accommodation is directed towards existing strong
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concentrations of such use where it has the greatest potential to halt
decline. It may be that these boundaries need to be redrawn within North

Beach.

Policy LQ10 sets out the policy for the protection and enhancement of
Conservation Areas. The Town Centre Conservation area lies adjacent to
the south western boundary of the North Beach AAP; therefore any

redevelopment in this area should have regard to this policy.

Policy SR10 is relevant to Dickson Road as it is one of the tertiary
distribution roads from the Town Centre. Proposals for improvements
along this corridor should facilitate Town Centre development, enhancing
access and support public transport and pedestrian accessibility. Policy
RR14 also refers to Dickson Road and promotes the improvement of the
environmental quality “particularly through the removal of existing
unsightly and poorly maintained property”. It also promotes development
that will “replace existing marginal business uses with uses that meet
identified needs of residents and/or visitors’
