1. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST
There were no declarations of interest on this occasion.

2. MINUTES OF THE MEETING HELD ON 3rd JUNE 2010
Resolved: That the minutes of the meeting held on 3rd June 2010, be signed by the Chairman as a correct record.

3. EXCLUSION OF PUBLIC AND PRESS
Resolved: That under Section 100 (A) of the Local Government Act 1972, the public be excluded from the meeting during consideration of the whole item, including the decisions referred to at Agenda items 3, 4 and 5 on the grounds that it would involve the likely disclosure of exempt information as defined in paragraph 1 of Part 1 of Schedule 12A of the Act.

4. HACKNEY CARRIAGE VEHICLE DRIVERS LICENCE
The Sub-Committee considered licence holders and an applicant who had been convicted of offences or who had otherwise given reason for concern. 

MSW was in attendance. 

Resolved:
1. That in the case of MSW, the application be granted subject to a warning letter being issued, informing that in the event of further issues the licence may be suspended or revoked. 

2. That in the case of JG, the application be considered in his absence on the grounds that they had been informed of the hearing date and previously informed that this would be the case.

3. That in the case of JG, the application be refused on the grounds that, given the offences disclosed, he is not a fit and proper person to hold a Hackney Carriage Driver’s licence.

4. That consideration in the case of JB be deferred to the next meeting.

5. PRIVATE HIRE VEHICLE DRIVERS LICENCE
The Sub-Committee considered applicants and licence holders who had been convicted of offences or who had otherwise given reason for concern. 

JBS, SCL and LAR were all in attendance. 

Resolved:
1. That in respect of DWT, SN and SPB that the cases be considered in their absences on the grounds that they had been informed of the hearing date and previously informed that this would be the case. 

2. That in the case of DWT the licences be suspended for a period of 28 days with the suspension to take immediate effect in the interests of public safety. 

3. That in the case of SN, given the serious nature of the allegation, the licence be suspended with immediate effect until the next meeting, when the issue will be reconsidered.

4. That in the case of SPB,  the application be refused as the applicant, given the nature of convictions declared, is not a fit and proper person to hold a Private Hire Vehicle Driver’s Licence, 

5. That in respect of AMP, consideration be deferred until the meeting on the 29th July to enable the applicant to explain his conduct. 

6. That in the case of JBS, the licence be refused on the grounds that given the convictions disclosed, the applicant is not a fit and proper person to hold Private Hire Vehicle Driver’s Licence. 

7. That in the case of SCL, the licence be granted subject to the issuing of a warning letter stating that in the event of further issues the licence may be suspended or revoked. 

8. That in the case of LAR, the licence be granted and the conviction be noted. 

6. PRIVATE HIRE OPERATORS LICENCE
The Sub-Committee considered a Private Hire Operator’s Licence, where the licence holder had given reasons for concern. 

The three board members of Operator A, at the time of the issues, were in attendance. 

Resolved: 

That the licence renewal be granted subject to the issuing of a warning letter that in the event of further issues the licence may be suspended or revoked. 

7. PET SHOP LICENCE CONDITIONS
The Sub-Committee considered proposals for amended standard conditions to the licence for Pet Shop Licences. 

Resolved: 

That the revised conditions be approved subject to the additional condition as outlined below: 

That the licence holder or other qualified person be available to attend the premises following a reasonable request from the enforcement authorities.
