3.1

Pet Shops are licensed under the Pet Animals Act 1951. Currently the standard conditions listed at Appendix 6a are attached to licences.
3.2
The standard conditions have recently been reviewed by the Licensing Service to bring them mainly into line with the model standard pet shop licence conditions produced by the Local Government Association. The proposed conditions are listed at Appendix 6b.
3.3
The main departure from the model conditions is over staff training. It is proposed that the applicants for new licences must hold the City and Guilds Pet Store Management Certificate or some other appropriate qualification before the licence can be granted. The model condition merely states “at least one member of staff working at the premises must hold the City and Guilds Pet Store Management Certificate, or some other appropriate qualification, or must be in the course of training, and obtain the qualification within two years of the licence being granted” it is the view of the Licensing Service and the Enforcement Team that it is essential that operators of Pet Shops be suitably qualified before they take on the responsibility of running such an establishment.
